Application Process

Gymnastics Australia will request Expressions of Interest (EOI) via GA Latest News,
Technical Member Bulletins and the GA Website once the course dates are confirmed.
Potential participants should complete the EOI application form and submit to GA.

GA will verify the information provided and notify any participant who is not eligible.

GA will receive course details and application forms from FIG approximately three months
prior to the course including the course costs.

GA will send a final application form to all participants once this information has been
received and will request payment details.

GA will submit applicant names to FIG. Confirmation of acceptance is usually received 2
months prior to the course.

GA will inform successful candidates as soon as they hear and will process payment.

Successful participants should book flights if required.
